The Philippine Academic Consortium for Latin American Studies (PACLAS) will hold its second international conference on Philippine-Latin American Studies on October 5-7, 2010 in Manila. This activity is sponsored by PACLAS in collaboration with the City Government of Manila, De La Salle University-Dasmariñas, Department of Foreign Affairs, and various Latin-American embassies in the Philippines. The venue of the conference in Manila will  be announced early next year.

The objectives of the conference are:

Consortium members are De La Salle University-Dasmariñas (Chair), University of Asia and the Pacific,  (Deputy Chair), University of Santo Tomas, Ateneo de Manila University,  University of the Philippines, University of the East, Foreign Service Institute and Philippine Institute for Development Studies.
